3. Essay / Statement of Career Goals:

A statement of purpose shall be no more than two to three pages. Items to address in essay

may include but not limited to:

a. Brief description of applicant’s personal life experiences

b. Career goals

c. Awards/Academic and other note-worthy honors (public services , volunteer services,

scholarly activities, research, etc)

d. Activities / Sports honor (extracurricular activities, club membership / leadership,

sports, etc.)
